SCRIPTURE REFLECTION

‘Your integrity will go before you and the glory of the Lord behind you. Cry, and the Lord will answer; call, and he will say, ‘1 am
here’. (Isaiah 58:7-10). Consider the recent week of prayer for Christian Unity. It was like a retreat with time to reflect on the Word of
God, of the tragedy of death and its consequences. Of the pain and suffering it causes and of the freedom it ultimately brings. God does not
want evil and suffering but he sure makes use of them. We prayed for George Floyd and Stephen Lawrence who died violent deaths and
now we pray for Tyre Nichols. The cry of their bloodshed unites in the cry for peace and justice and for an end to all forms of violence and
abuse. We are continually reminded: seek truth, mercy and peace. Give glory to God by living good and upright lives. When trials come, and
you live them with faith and prayer, you will experience God’s peace and justice, a reminder he is with us always. When we “Act justly, love
tenderly, and walk humbly with our God” (Micah 6:6-8) God’s light within shine in us, around us and through us. Pray for an end to racism.

CHURCH BUILDING WORKS UPDATE

We have informed the Diocesan Head of Finance of our situation and the need for imminent support. This is a strategic move as we
prepare for potential major works during the year. The Diocesan Trustees will ultimately make the final decision but we contemplate
more serious roof repairs before the ceiling is replaced, to avoid repetition of water ingress and further damage through leaks. The
situation is complex but not insurmountable. If Providence opens the doors things will happen and we will eventually reopen the
church doors.
